With five children, ages 4-

17, living at home, Ms. Huertas has wanted a 

dryer for her family since she moved into the 

apartment complex five years ago.  She had 

even purchased a dryer and spoke to her 

property manager about  having a dryer 

connection installed.  Thanks to GHAôs RAD 

renovations at Claremont Courts, Ms. Huertas 

and all Claremont Courts residents have the 

necessary connections for dryers.

Renovations at Claremont Courts through the 

RAD program began in April 2016 and are 

now complete.  In addition to dryer 

connections, each apartment received stair 

treads, a welcome safety feature for Ms. 

Huertas as her children run up and down the 

stairs multiple times a day.  Textured and 

painted walls were the most exciting change 

for Ms. Huertas and really updated the 

apartmentôs look.  New interior doors, new 

ceilings, refinished 

floors, new 

bathroom and 

kitchen fixtures, 

new bathroom 

vanities, and water 

heaters, as well as 

electrical outlets 

and switches, and 

new smoke 

detectors round 

out the changes.
