US Dept. of Commerce finds 
6,640 units of substandard 
housing in Greensboro during 
a study commissioned by the 
new Housing Authority.

Smith Homes, named for former 
Commissioner Henry Louis Smith, 
opens for whites only on Florida 
Street with 400 apartments   

Morningside Homes opens off 
McConnell Road for blacks only 
with 400 apartments. 

R.H. Dickey 
appointed 
executive 
director 
(1956 to 1968).
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Ray Warren Homes, named for 
the housing authority’s first
executive director, opens with 
236 apartments.

The Leased Housing Section 
23 program was introduced, 
allowing the housing authority 
to lease privately-owned units 
for sublease to low-income 
residents, reducing the need 
for new developments. It was 
the forerunner of the Housing 
Certificate Program.

First Community Service 
Coordinator hired to assist 
residents in getting the 
services they need.

Hampton Homes opens with 275 
apartments. 

Claremont Courts opens with 250 
apartments.

Hall Towers, a highrise apartment 
complex for the elderly named for 
Alonzo C. Hall, the first chairman 
of the Board of Commissioners, 
opens with 156 apartments. It was 
the first community to specifically 
meet the needs of senior citizens.

Gateway Plaza, a second highrise 
for the elderly, opens with 
221 apartments.

Central Maintenance 
Facility on South 
Eugene Street is built.

Stoneridge, an existing 50-unit 
community, was acquired to offer 
seniors an alternative to highrise 
living.

Hickory Trails, the first move away from large communities in favor of smaller communities scattered 
across town, opens with 107 apartments. It was met with strong opposition from those opposed to 
public housing in residential neighborhoods. Twenty more apartments were added two years later.

Baylor Court opens with 11 single-family apartments.

Woodberry Run opens with 39 apartments.

GHA Central Office at
450 North Church Street is built.

Purchased Royal Villa Hotel and 
renamed it Village Green.

Awarded 43 Housing Certificates 
for families to rent directly from 
private landlords.

Elaine T. Ostrowski appointed 
executive director (1982 to 2001).

Applewood and Pear Leaf open with 50-unit communities and Lakespring with 60 units. Smaller 
public housing communities prove to integrate better into communities in the city of Greensboro.

(all subsidized by GHA).

A nine-unit apartment 
complex on South Ashe 
Street acquired to add 
to the Hampton Homes 
community.

Windhill Court Apartments, 
a tax-credit apartment 
complex funded by tax 
credits and HOPE VI, 
opens with 64 apartments 
(16 units subsidized by 
GHA).

Woodland Village, an existing 
27-unit apartment complex, 
was acquired to add to 
GHA’s affordable housing 
stock.

Abby Court, a 14-unit community in 
southeast Greensboro, is obtained with 
Public Housing Development Funds and 
HOPE VI Replacement Housing Factor 
funds.

With the use of American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 
funds, Claremont Courts receives a new look including the redesign 
of all apartments, landscaping, a new Community Center and offices, 
and a Born Learning Trail, funded in part through United Way of 
Greater Greensboro’s Tocqueville Women’s Leadership.

Six additional condominiums are purchased 
from Foxworth homeowners.

With the use of Neighborhood 
Stabilization Program grant funds, 
two buildings are constructed at 
Foxworth adding 24 additional 
condominiums and bringing the 
total number of condominiums
to 44.

Nearly $10 million is invested into Greensboro through these improvements. 
After renovations and additions, the total number of public housing units in 
Greensboro increases to 2,370.

Fourteen condominiums at Foxworth, 
a foreclosed property, are purchased 
through the use of Neighborhood 
Stabilization Program grant funds.

With the use of American Recovery 
and Reinvestment Act of 2009 funds,
a community building is added and 
three apartments are made handicap 
accessible at Stoneridge.

North Pointe at Hicone, an 18-acre parcel with 
11 partially completed townhomes, is acquired.  
Six apartments are developed as public housing 
and five apartments as market rate.  The land 
will be developed to add additional affordable 
housing and market-rate homes. Connected Living, a computer 

training program for residents 
in Hall Towers and Stoneridge 
senior communities, launches.

2012

building and renovation of existing 
apartments at Stoneridge.

Computer Explorers: Pre-K & Mommy Class, 
which assists pre-schoolers with school readiness

Official’s esteemed Award of 

Excellence for It’s Your Time to 
Shine theater arts program.

Hampton Homes, Claremont Courts, Hall Towers, Gateway 
Plaza, Hickory Trails, Lakespring, Abby Courts, Woodberry 
Run and Baylor Court – a total of 1,143 units – convert to 
Project-Based Section 8 through HUD’s Rental Assistance 
Demonstration Program voucher funding. Through creative 
financing $16 million in renovations will be completed in these 
communities. North Pointe at Hicone is approved for RAD 
conversion.
